This installation guide describes the LCOS FX system image installation to a 

LANCOM R&S®Unified Firewall using a USB storage device. 
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Downloading the required files

Downloading the required files

To create a bootable USB storage device for transferring the new system 

image, please download the USB installer, the system image ISO file, and 

the LANCOM R&S®Unified Firewalls manual to your computer.

The minimum size of the USB storage device has to be 1 GB. Please note 

that while the following steps the USB storage device will be formatted, 

and possibly stored data on it will be deleted permanently.

You will find the USB installer and the system image ISO file in the  

LANcommunity download area. 
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Executing the USB installer

Executing the USB installer

First, please select your language.

The wizard guides you through the installation process.

Confirm this step with “Next“.
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Executing the USB installer

Accept the license agreement and select “Next“.

On the next page, select the previously downloaded LCOS FX system image 

ISO file for installation.
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Executing the USB installer

Then select the mounted USB storage device for installation of the LCOS FX 

system image ISO file.

Confirm your selection with “Next“. Please note that the USB storage 

device will be formatted and all existing data on it will be deleted!
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Executing the USB installer

On the page “Select a backup file (optional)“ choose the following options: 

“Automatic installation with backup“ and “Use default backup“.

In the next step, select the formatting option for the connected USB mass 

storage device. Confirm the default selection with “Next“.
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Executing the USB installer

Select “Execute“ to start the configuration process.

The configuration progress is displayed in the next window.
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Executing the USB installer

When the message „Configuration successfully completed“ is displayed, a 

bootable USB mass storage device for installing the new LCOS FX system 

image is created.

Remove the USB mass storage device from your computer.

Note: Make sure to never have attached the USB mass storage device to 

your computer while it is booting. Otherwise the USB mass storage device 

initiates an automatic LCOS FX installation and re-formats your computer 

harddisks.
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Installation of the LCOS FX system image

Installation of the LCOS FX system image

Install the new LCOS FX system image to your LANCOM R&S®Unified 

Firewall as follows:

AA Power off your LANCOM R&S®Unified Firewall.

AA Connect your USB mass storage device containing the new LCOS FX 

image to any of the USB ports of your LANCOM R&S®Unified Firewall.

AA Power on your LANCOM R&S®Unified Firewall to start the automatic 

installationn of the new LCOS FX system image. The device switches 

off automatically as soon as the installation process has completed 

successfully.

AA When the LANCOM R&S®Unified Firewall has powered off, please 

remove the USB mass storage device.

Note: We strongly recommend to format the USB mass storage device after 

successful installation of the new LCOS FX system image. This prevents you 

from accidentally installing the LCOS FX system image to other devices, 

which would result in data loss due to harddisk(s) being formatted.
